Our FISCAL Act Is Poised To Change U.S. School Lunch Forever

Perhaps one of the most unsettling examples of the government
doing backbends to accommodate the most far-fetched wishes
of the dairy lobby is the “milk mandate” in the National School
Lunch Program (NSLP). Under the current NSLP, the
government denies local school districts reimbursement for the
costs of the entire breakfast and lunch offerings unless the
school places cow's milk on the trays of every student receiving
nutrition assistance, whether the child wants the milk or not.
Pure insanity and unacceptable! \We could not allow this to
continue, so Switch4Good teamed up again with the Center for a
Humane Economy and on April 1st, Pennsylvania Senator John
Fetterman [D-PA], along with his colleagues Sens. John Kennedy
[R-LA] and Cory Booker [D-NJ], introduced the Freedom in
School Cafeterias and Lunches (FISCAL) Act, formerly titled the
ADD SOY Act in the 118th Congress. This bipartisan bill will grant
schools more flexibility to serve beverages that are nutritionally

On June 4th, in a significant win for taxpayers and
for children’s health and choice in school nutrition
policy, the U.S. Senate Agriculture Committee
passed a bipartisan compromise bill that merges
key provisions of the Whole Milk for Healthy Kids
Act (S. 222) and the Freedom in School Cafeterias
and Lunches Act (S.1236), creating a landmark
shift in how milk and milk alternatives are handled
under the NSLP.

“Forcing children to drink milk that makes
them sick is not nutrition—it’s neglect,” said
Dotsie Bausch, executive director of Switch4Good
and an Olympic silver medalist in cycling. “This
bipartisan bill ensures our school lunch
program is inclusive, evidence-based, and
humane.”

At the end of this quarter, FISCAL is now en route to passing in Congress and will up
end the 79-year old cow’'s milk mandate in our nation’s schools.



Showcasing Kids + Dairy Symptoms (KiDS) To Over 650 Registered Dietitians

We attended and exhibited at the Today's
Dietitian Spring Symposium, one of the largest
gatherings for registered dietitians, providing a
different, and important, perspective from the
event's biggest sponsor, The National Dairy
Council. We were in front of over 650 registered
dietitians who thanked us for our work, noting "I
work with a lot of kids and always need more
resources to help parents navigate a dairy-
free diet! These are integral in my practice.”
We were able to share our resources with a
healthcare audience and saw 183 direct
engagements making 133 total conversions of
dietitians who signed up to get our resources
for their practices.

This quarter, we released our first
continuing education unit (CEU) course NUTRITION
for registered dietitians and dietetics HEALTHCARE
technicians. Our CEU course is an
accredited source of information for the
115,000 nutrition professionals who
need this education to maintain their
license. One RD noted, "I am so happy
this course exists, so professionals
have an alternative to the dairy
industry's materials that are always sy ymptems
saturating the nutrition space."

As we continue our groundbreaking counteroffensive against the relentless propaganda of Big
Meat and Big Dairy, our nonprofit stands uniquely alone in proactively challenging the industry's
damaging narrative through creative and innovative digital campaigns. This quarter marked the
second phase of our Chemicals in Animal Food campaign, where we took an unconventional
and provocative approach to highlight the serious health risks hidden within animal-based
products. Leveraging bold creativity, we remixed iconic advertising imagery—transforming
symbols like the Marlboro Man and Lunchable snack packs into compelling visual critiques.
Our ads delivered a powerful, evidence-based message about the carcinogens and harmful
chemicals present in processed meats, underscoring their potential lifelong harm, particularly to
children.

The campaign's immediate success on Meta platforms (Facebook and Instagram) provided clear,
measurable evidence of our impact. Detailed analytics from these platforms confirmed that our
messaging resonated strongly with key audience segments, demonstrating that our innovative
and proactive strategy is effectively shifting the conversation around animal-based foods.

We brought on a Campus Education

(CAN) program to help deepen and craft
our relationships with schools, students,
and educators to grow our partnerships.

Our Campus Action Now program (CAN) continued to grow, resulting in opportunities for
the Switch4Good team to incorporate the hard work of our 40 service learning students
into our campaigns and featuring their recipes on our website. In this quarter, we
welcomed three interns to help guide them to dive deeper into Switch4Good campaigns
and projects while gaining new experiences and skills by embedding themselves within
the organization.

This is a common truism with
new and disruptive technologies; it also applies to ideas that challenge people
to change their behavior, values, or daily habits. For instance, their diet.

Everyone should start with removing dairy from their diet—
for the sake of their health; to protect our planet and all its inhabitants,
including dairy cows; and for the sake of racial justice.
